If the person_is able to swallow:

Ensure Safety Dial Triple Zero (000)
for Self and Others for an Ambulance

GIVE SUGARY FOOD

Onset Symptoms:

Is able to swallow
Sweating, pallor

Make comfortable.
If the casualty can safely
swallow, give high-energy foods,

Rapid pulse sugar, honey or a glucose tablet.
Trembling, shaking, weakness COMFORT / REASSURE He/she will respond quickly if low
H.unger . blood sugar levels are the cause.
Light headed, dizzy He/she may be a little confused
Headache on recovery.
Lack of concentration GIVE A MEAL

If the person is unable to swallow:

Wait with them until the ambulance arrives.
